OVERVIEW OF MY SCHOOL DC

The My School DC common lottery is a single, random lottery that determines placement for new students
at all participating schools. While there is no advantage to applying first, applicants must apply by the

application deadlines.

School Year 2020-21 Lottery Deadlines:

February 3: Grades 9-12 | March 2: PK3 - Grade 8

There are three steps to My School DC:

1. LEARN: Consider what is most important to you and your child, make a list based on those needs, and
research your school options.

2. APPLY: Go to MySchoolDC.org to create your family account and start your application, rank your school
choices in the order you like most, and submit your application by the application deadlines.

3. ENROLL: Once your child receives an offer to enroll, prepare all required documents and enroll your
child at the school by the communicated deadline.

What should you do when you receive your lottery results?

Lottery results will be released on March 27,2020 Log in to your family account at MySchoolDC.org to view
your child’s lottery results and their positions on waitlists

If your child is matched with a school through the lottery, you have until May 1, 2020 to enroll at that school
If your child is offered a space off a waitlist, you have until the deadline communicated to you by the school to
enroll. Families that do not enroll by these deadlines may lose their space at the school.

Enrollment occurs at the school, and a parent or legal guardian is

responsible for enrolling their child at the school.

To enroll, you must:

e Prove that you are a DC resident. Go to MySchoolDC.org for a list of documents you can use to show
your home address

*  Follow the school's additional enrollment requirements, including submitting a!l required health and
vaccination records

e Submita My School DC seat acceptance form. Download the form at MySchoolDC.org

Enrolling at your matched school does not remove your child from other schools’ waitlists. At any time
you can log in to your family account at MySchoolDC.org to view your child's current waitlist positions. Offers
from a waitlist are not guaranteed.
